The Parade starts at Edelweiss
St., off of Middlebranch Ave., and ends at Middlebranch Ave. and Diamond St. Middlebranch Ave. will be closed to the public and all traffic
from Eason St. to Diamond St. except for emergency vehicles only. All Parade Units must enter off of Easton St. onto Middlebranch Ave.
and check-in with the Parade Marshall. Your unit will be directed down to Aspen St. which connects around to Edelweiss. Your unit
number will be outlined in chalk on the road. Please park and center your unit over the chalked area. The Parade will end and exit through

Diamond St.
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Plain Township’s Bicentennial Parade will be held on July 18™, 2009 stepping off promptly at
11:00 a.m. The following are some general guidelines concerning your participation:

For safety reasons, the throwing of candy or other types of mementos should be distributed by a
member(s) of your group walking along the sidewalk(s). NO ONE will be permitted to ride on the
hood of a car/vehicle for safety reasons. HORSE/ANIMAL-UNITS MUST provide a clean-up
crew and are required to keep their line-up area on the street, parade route and termination areas

free of refuse.
