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A Letter From Your Board of Trustees  
On November 8th , the residents of Plain Township will make a decision on the future of Plain 
Townshipõs police services. The Board of Trustees strives to provide Plain Township with professional 
police services at the lowest possible cost.  
The proposed 4.25 mill police levy will cost the owner of a $100,000 home about $134 per year, or 
roughly $11.00 per month. This is just .35 cents a day . This is the only police levy Plain Township 
has to maintain its police protection. There are no other township police levies.  
Thirty five cents (.35) a day is enough money to put  eight (8) additional deputies into Plain 
Township so we can have the appropriate level of deputies for the size and needs of our 
community.  
Thirty five cents a day will allow the Plain Township Division of the Stark County Sheriff's Office to 
implement a Problem Oriented Policing (POP) program  which provides one -on-one interaction 
between township residents and our police. Neighborhood meetings would be held for the police to get 
first -hand feedback on the issues, problems, suggestions, or complaints residents may have.  
Thirty five cents a day will also replace four (4) worn out cruisers with nearly 160,000 miles on them, 

and allow the Board of Trustees to start a replacement program for all the other police vehicles. This 
will allow our officers the ability operate safe and efficient equipment when responding to emergencies.  
Thirty five cents a day allows our deputies to proactively patrol our streets, neighborhoods, and 
businesses in order to keep them safe.  
Plain Township is a great place to live, work, worship, and play because of its top rated schools and 
services. It will cost only thirty five cents a day to make our community safer.  

A brief look at what our deputies do:  
Detective Bureau : provides full investigations in many cases including burglaries, felony thefts, 
death investigations  including drug overdose cases, and ongoing criminal investigations and 
activities with additional resources through the Stark County Metro unit at no additional costs to 
residents.  
Traffic Enforcement : Our Plain Township Deputies handle traffic crashes, enforce all traffic laws, 
and help keep drunk drivers off our streets to keep our township roadways safe for all users.  

Patrol : A constant presence of cruisers in our neighborhoods is one of the best ways to deter crime 
before it happens. Our deputies do not have physical offices and work directly out of their cruisers 
even writing their reports from their cruisers. With the passage of the proposed levy, adding  
additional deputies will allow Plain Township to proactively patrol in residential neighborhoods, and 
increase their presence in our parks and at our local businesses.  
School Resource Officer : Officer Chad Smith is our full time School Resource Officer, whose salary 
is split with the Plain Local school district. He is in our schools and interacts with hundreds of 
students a day. Time spent with the students is valuable even beyond the time he spends at school, 
as he also provides a rapport that fosters a sharing of information which helps the kids after school. 
He is the first line of defense in protecting our children in our schools .

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Salute to Veterans United We Stand  
Plain Township is the fifth largest township in the State of Ohio . It is the second largest community in 

Stark County, only the City of Canton is larger. In Plain Township alone, there are over 4,200 

veterans. Thatõs 4,200 brave men and women who accepted the responsibility to defend Americaõs 
freedoms and values. In Stark County, there are about 30,000 men and women who selflessly 

sacrificed for our nation to remain the land of the free and the home of the brave. The 30,000 does 

not account for the men and women who made the ultimate sacrifice and did not return home to 
their family and loved ones.  

 In 2015, the Plain Township Board of Trustees recognized that these men and women deserved a 

sacred place in Plain Township to reflect, pray, share memories and experiences and to be 
surrounded by the souls of those who have made the ultimate sacrifice. In that vein, the Board of 

Trustees rededicated Schneider Park, located at 1714 Schneider St., Canton, Ohio.  They also 

committed to building a veteransõ memorial monument. Ken Noon from Summit Memorial, the 
architect of the Clinton Memorial, stepped up to the plate and was awarded the bid to design the 

memorial. òThe wrapped flag wrapped around the center pillar represents the fallen heroes wrapped in 
the American Flag. The side pieces, the wings, swoop toward the flag so visitorsõ eyes follow the 

contours to the flag. The silhouette of the saluting soldiers not currently with us to represent those that 
are MIA/POW. The Father and son on the opposite side represents a familial representation of 

protecting our youth.  Finally, the flame at the top of the pillar represents the eternal flame, and is 
wrapped in gold leaf to emulate its constant glow,ó said Noon. No tax dollars were used for the 

memorial itself. Instead, funds were set aside from estate tax dollars and the Plain Township Rotary  

donated $10,000.00 from their auction event. Howard Wenger from Wenger Excavating  donated all 
the excavating on the site,  Dickerson Concrete  donated concrete and labor, the Plain Township 

Highway department worked numerous hours 
preparing the site  and Rich LaRocco  donated 

engineering services. Thanks to all of these efforts, the 
Plain Township Board of Trustees is humbled and 

honored to present the Veterans Memorial Keystone Monument Dedication to take place 
on November 11th at 10:50am at Veterans Memorial Park.  

Please join us on November 11th, 2016 for our Second Annual Salute to Veterans at the 
Veterans Memorial Park and the Plain Township Central Fire Station. The Day begins with 

refreshments at 8:00am by MaryAnn Donuts, coffee by Starbucks and a meal provided by 

Mission BBQ. Other major sponsors of the Salute to Veterans Event are the Davey Tree 
Company, Rentwear and The Mucci Team - Keller Williams Realty Group.  At 9:00am our Blue 

Star Memorial Monument will be dedicated and at 10:00am Two Star Major General Dan Hahn 

will speak. Stark County Recorder Rick Campbell will provide Veterans ID cards for Veterans 
all morning and you won't want to miss the Veterans Monument Dedication at 10:50am. TAPS 

will play at 11:11am and you can come back at 5:30pm for a flag retirement ceremony.  

The monument will be an impressive feature sitting atop the north façade of the Veterans Park Hill.  
From base to tip, it will stand nearly nineteen feet tall and carry a wingspan of twenty -four feet. It 

will be placed at an eastern and slightly north angle to catch both the morning and afternoon 

sunlight, so it casts a long shadow for effect and can still be seen coming from both the east and west 
on Schneider Street. Accompanying the monument will be 4 granite benches and two other ancillary 

monument pieces that will be designed and placed at a later date.  All further development of the 

park will be done through fundraising and private donation efforts.

Heritage Herb Society to Dedicate Blue Star 
Memorial Marker at Salute to Veterans  

On Friday November 11th,  the Plain Township Board of Trustees will host its second annual 
Salute to Veterans event at Veterans Community Park and the Plain Township Central Fire 
Station.  As part of that day, phase one of the Veterans Memorial Park will be dedicated with the 

Blue Star Memorial Marker.  
The Blue Star Memorial Program honors all men and women who served in the U.S. armed 

services. The program began in New Jersey in 1944, with the planting of 8,000 dogwood trees as a 
living memorial to veterans of World War II.  The blue star became an icon in World War II and was 
seen on flags and banners in the homes of families whose loved ones had gone off to war. By -way 
and highway markers are also part of the program. In 1945, the National Council of State Garden 

Clubs adopted the program. The Blue Star Memorial Marker Program is a dedication plaque 
adopted in 1945 by the National Garden Clubs to honor the Armed Forces after WWII. Today, it is 

a monument to commend all of our Armed Services for their sacrifice and dedication to our 
country. The Heritage Herb Society worked collaboratively with the Board of Trustees and the 
Garden Club who secured the Blue Star Memorial Marker on the townshipõs behalf. 

We want to thank the Road Department for its time and labor, 
Riceõs Nursery for the design and Unilock Ohio out of Rittman for 
supplying the materials for the planter at the Blue Star Memorial 

Marker.

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Zoning Permits Required  
Before you begin any  construction project, your first step should be to contact the Zoning 

Department to discuss the minimum setbacks and maximum size requirements that apply to your 
property. In addition to a permit application, a site plan drawn to scale of your property is required 

to illustrate the new constructionõs size and location on the property.   

Permits must be issued before work begins.   If you are hiring a contractor, the Zoning 
Department recommends that you discuss who will be responsible for obtaining permits with your 

contractor.  Remember that ultimately, the property owner is responsible for compliance of his or 

her property with all Township Zoning Requirements.  
Please note that any above ground swimming pool containing three (3) feet of water or more requires 

a permit.  As well as any storage shed that you place on your property, regardless of its size.  
 

Sign Permits  
Please note that signs are not permitted in the road right -of-way.  No sign may be attached to trees, 

telephone poles, street light or street sign poles. (Section 801.3). These signs will be removed 
immediately with no contact to the sign owner.  Any sign for garage/yard sales, etc must be located 

on private property with permission from the property owner.  

All other temporary signs require a sign permit, so before you put out that next banner or portable 
sign, make sure you have obtained your sign permit from the zoning Department.  

Please apply and obtain your Temporary Sign Permit  before  placing it outside of your business.   

All permanent signs require permits .   
Please check with the Zoning Department for size regulations.  

 

Board Positions Available  
The Plain Township Trustees are accepting letters of intent from persons interested in filling 

expiring terms for the Board of Zoning Appeals and Zoning Commission.  One position to each 
Board will be appointed for a five (5) year term beginning January 2017.  Interested persons must 

be legal residents of Plain Township and must be able to devote up to two (2) evenings per month to 

hear variance, conditional use, and/or rezoning requests. Zoning knowledge is preferred but not 
required.  Letters of intent should be accompanied by a resume and may be mailed to the Zoning 

Department, Attn:  Zoning Director, 2600 Easton Street NE.  Canton, Ohio 44721 or dropped off in 

person between the hours of 8:00am and 4:00pm, Monday thru Friday.

volunteers.  
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Prevent Drainage Problems  
Please remember not to rake leaves, grass clippings or other debris into storm sewers, ditches and 

streets. Keeping storm sewers and ditches clean, will help reduce drainage problems. Your 
cooperation with such is truly appreciated.  

Also, note that it is illegal to dump oil, antifreeze, herbicides, pesticides or other hazardous 
products into ditches, culverts or catch basins. All violators will be prosecuted.
