   Each year the FBI creates a yearly report under 

their Uniform Crime Reporting   (UCR) program.

   The most recent completed UCR report 

(2012)  states that there were 2,103,787 burglaries 

reported nationwide, with an estimated property 

loss of $4.7 billion.   Overall the average dollar loss 

per burglary offense was $2,230.00.   Ohio alone 

accounted for 103,421 of the reported burglar-

ies.  The majority of burglaries happen during the 

daytime hours.   Here are some tips to help keep 

you and your property safe:  

T Lock all doors and windows  

T Keep valuables hidden or in a safe that is 

bolted in place  

T If leaving for prolonged periods of time keep a 

light or two in the main living areas on  

T If you are going on vacation, please donõt 

hesitate to contact the Sheriffõs Office at (330) 

430-3800 ext. 0 and request your residence be 

placed on a vacation watch  

T If you notice a suspicious vehicle/person in 

your neighborhood, REPORT IT, a deputy can 

come out and investigate further  

T Note all of the serial numbers to your elec-

tronic devices, or photograph them.   The serial 

numbers can be entered into a national data-

base as stolen and be beneficial to the recov-

ery of the entered stolen items  

T Photograph all jewelry, most pawn and òcash 

for goldó shops use very generic descriptors

   TREES ñ When purchasing an artificial tree, look 

for the òFire Resistantó label.  When purchasing a 

live tree, check for freshness ñmake sure needles 

are soft and donõt fall off.  Live trees need  water 

and LOTS of it!  Cut about one inch off of the bot-

tom of the trunk before putting the tree in the 

stand.  Add water daily.  Dry trees can burn in SEC-

ONDS!  Never block an exit with your tree.  Keep 

children and pets in mind when placing decora-

tions on your tree.  Remove live trees from your 

home as soon as possible.  Never attempt to move 

a burning tree.  

   LIGHTS ñ Check each set for damaged sockets 

or wires.  Discard bad sets.  Use only UL approved 

light sets.  Follow manufacturer instructions con-

cerning the maximum number of light sets that can 

be connected together.  Turn off all lights when 

you go to bed or leave the house.  For outside 

lights, use only lights and extension cords marked 

òfor outdoor useó. 

   DECORATIONS ñ Use only non -combustible or 

flame -resistant materials to trim your tree and 

house.  

   CANDLES ñ Use candles only in approved con-

tainers and never near trees, evergreen trimmings, 

or combustibles. Never burn candles unattended.  

   FIREPLACES ñ Never place decorations around 

fireplaces and do not use combustible decorations 

on the mantle.  Do not burn wrapping paper in a 

fireplace.  Do not dispose of your tree in the fire-

place.  

   GIFTS ñ Consider giving a gift that shows you 

care about someone.  Smoke alarms, CO  

detectors and fire extinguishers make great gifts!

   The Plain Township Board of Trustees, The Highway Superintendent and the entire Road Department 

would like to thank our residents for their support of the additional road levy. The passage of this levy 

keeps us focused on our ability to offer superior services to our residents. We can now also  increase our 

road miles to be paved, replace outdated equipment and help alleviate ongoing drainage issues.  

   We understand in todayõs economic climate that finances dictate the level of services taxpayers ex-

pect and are confident that the leadership and all personnel within the Road Department are dedi-

cated and committed to that task.  

  Please remember that òNo Parkingó is allowed on the paved surface of posted streets when there is more 

than two inches of snow on the ground.  Several Plain Township roadways will be posted this year with òNo 

Parkingó signs.  The ban will be strongly enforced!  We also request that residents on non-posted streets be 

courteous in moving their cars so that plowing can be done in a timely manner.  Thank you.  

Please note the following Winter Reminders:  
Please do not put trash cans in the roadway. Stay at least 50 feet back from salt trucks to avoid damaging 

your vehicle by salt spreaders.  If you are too close, your vehicle may not be visible to the driver through the 

mirrors.  We apologize for snow blocking driveways and cul -de -sacs; however, at times this is unavoidable.  

   If snow plows knock down your mailbox, please call us. After the snow fall has ended, repairs of mailboxes 

will be evaluated in the order they are received. Repairs will be done as time allows.  

   Main roads throughout the Township are salted and plowed first, then the secondary roads.  Trucks are as-

signed to specific areas and no area has priority over any other.  If your yard or driveway apron is damaged 

from snowplows, please call us and your name will be placed on a list for repairs in the spring.  

Many roads within Plain Township are maintained by other public entities. This can cause some confusion for Township resident s as to who 

maintains the road.    Listed below are the roads that seem to cause the most confusion and telephone numbers of the public entit ies 

responsible for their maintenance.

   Temporary signs such as a  banner or  portable  

sign require a permit from the Zoning Department 

and is valid for 30 days.  You may have a tempo-

rary sign for four (4)  months within a calendar 

year.  Please apply for and obtain your Tempo-

rary Sign Permit before  placing a sign on your 

property.   

   All permanent signs require permits. Please
