Dangers of Frying a Turkey

In recent years, deep -frying turkeys has become increasingly popular. The cooking method
requires placing the turkey in cooking oil, heated by propane. The Plain Township Fire and Rescue
Department warns that cooking with deep -fat turkey fryers can be very dangerous, as they have a

high risk of tipping over, overheating or spilling hot oil. That could lead to fires, burns, or other
injuries. The PTFD advises you to use extreme caution when using a turkey fryer.
If you decide to do it anyway, these precautions should be followed:

9 Fryers should be used outdoors, on a solid level surface and a safe distance from buildings.
1 Use well insulated oven mitts, long sleeves and safety goggles when using a deep fryer.
9 Never use a fryer on a deck, under a patio, in a garage or any enclosed space.
9 Do not overfill the fryer and ever leave the fryer unattended.
9 Never let children or pets near the fryer.
1 Make sure the turkey is completely thawed before placing it in the fryer.
1 Keep an ABC Fire Extinguisher nearby and if a fire occurs, call 911 immediately.

The Holidays are fast approaching and here are a few safety tips:
TREES A When purchasing an artificial tree, |l ook for
a live tree, check for freshness fimake sure needles are soft and don
and LOTS of it! Cut about one inch off of the bottom of the trunk before putting the tree in the
stand and add water daily. Dry trees can burn in SECONDS! Never block an exit with your tree.
Keep children and pets in mind when placing decorations on your tree. Remove live trees from
your home as soon as possible. Never attempt to move a burning tree.
LIGHTS i Check each set for damaged sockets or wires and discard of bad sets. Use only UL
approved light sets. Follow manufacturer instructions concerning the maximum number of light
sets that can be connected together. Turn off all lights when you go to bed or leave the house.
For outside |ights, use only lights and extensi o
DECORATIONS i Use only non -combustible or flame -resistant materials to trim your tree/house.
CANDLES fi Use candles only in approved containers and never near trees, evergreen trimmings,
or combustibles. Never leave burning candles unattended.
FIREPLACES i Never place decorations around fireplaces or use combustible decorations on the
mantle. Do not burn wrapping paper in a fireplace or dispose of your tree in such.
GIFTS A Consider giving a gift that shows you care about someone. Smoke alarms, CO detectors
and fire extinguishers make great gifts!

Winter Fire Safety

As colder weather approaches, we would like to take this opportunity to discuss fire safety in your
home. First of all, do you have a working smoke detector in your home? Do you know the age of
your smoke detectors? According to most smoke detector manufacturers, smoke detectors have a
life span of 10 years. If yours are older than 10 years, the fire department encourages you to go
out and purchase new detectors. The date of manufacture can be found on the smoke detector.

According to the U.S. Fire Administration, three out of five home fire deaths result from fires in
homes without a working smoke detector. Home heating appliances are the second leading cause
of residential fires. If you have an older home, it is recommended that there be at least one smoke
detector on each level of your home. If you have a home built after 2011, then smoke
detectors are required on every level of your home, in all bedrooms and in the hallways adjacent to
the bedrooms. When it comes to smoke detectors, there are two different types of detectors. One
type of smoke detector is called an ionization detector, which is most commonly found in homes
today. An ionization detector is more responsive to flaming fires which can create a greater
amount of smoke, thus causing the detector to sound. Simple way to put it, these detectors act as

If you have appliances that use natural gas in your home (i.e., furnace, hot water
tank, stove, dryer) it is recommended that you have a Carbon Monoxide (CO) Detector

in your home. Typically, only one is needed for a home and should be placed where the family
spends the most time, but not around appliances that use natural gas or near an attached garage.




Road Department
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Sidewalk Salt and Stormwater

Snowy weather is upon us! The snow brings with it most people's least favorite
chore; shoveling the driveway and sidewalk! It has to be done to prevent
slipping and injury, but some of the materials we use to melt snow and ice can
damage our plants, waterways and ecosystem.
Rock salt to melt snow and ice has been the go to solution for years. However,
rock salt is corrosive and bad for the environment. It contains sodium chloride.

It weakens concrete and pollutes our streams and rivers when it is carried by stormwater. As salt
melts the ice, the water runs into our storm drains and ditches.
The salt threatens our fish and ecosystem in the Nimishillen Creek. i

Please use rock salt sparingly.
Some people use grit, sawdust, bird seed or cat litter to prevent
slipping. Another alternative is calcium magnesium acetate or
CMA. When it comes into contact with ice and snow, it gives off
heat to better melt ice and snow. Whatever you choose to use,
there is no avoiding shoveling

Please remember that no parking is allowed on the paved surfaced of posted streets when
there is more than two inches of snow on the ground. Many Plain Township roadways will
be posted this year with ONo Parkingo6 signs and t|
Plain Township has 173 lane miles of road... and that is just going in one direction. The average
width of our township roads range from 26 to 30 feet. As a result, this takes our drivers 4 passes
to clear an average roadway. We also have over 250 cul de sacs in the township. Each cul de sac
has an average of 5 driveways, limiting the places that snow can be put. All of our drivers do their
very best to not block driveways for mailboxes in cul de sacs, but it can be extremely difficult
during heavy snow, as the snow has to go somewhere.
The township road garage consists of 11 full time plow drivers. When possible, office personnel,
like the Highway Superintendent, Foreman and Inspector all hop into pick up trucks to assist.
The Highway Department's main goal is to make our streets safe from icy, wintry conditions.
There are over 22,000 driveways in Plain Township. Unfortunately, there is absolutely no way that
our plow drivers can avoid putting snow in front of
clear the roadway. During major storms, our crew can be out for over 24 hours and still have to go
home to clear their own driveways.
During a heavy snowstorm, it can reasonably take our snow plow drivers 12 to 16 hours to clear
ALL roadways, after the snow has STOPPED! Our crew is instructed to clear main roads first,
followed by secondary roads and lastly dead ends and cul de sacs. Each driver has a starting and
finishing point. No one area in the township has a higher priority than another.
We also request that residents on non -posted streets be courteous in moving their cars so
that plowing can be done in a timely manner. The reason for removing vehicles from the
roadway is safety for our drivers, by not having to go around
vehicles or other obstacles that can be damaged. It also helps us
improve our efficiency in getting the roads cleared quickly.
